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The Civil War Sesquicentennial at 
Courthouse Square  

 

150 years ago, the American Civil War 

concluded with the fall of Richmond Vir-

ginia and the surrender of Confederate 

armies. To commemorate the occasion 

this Spring, Courthouse has been holding 

Civil War themed events and displaying 

number of artifacts from the period. Dur-

ing April, Shirley Hodges gave a lecture 

on the role of Women during the Civil 

War. In May, Dave Smith gave a lecture 

on the role of Michigan in the American 

Civil War.

Eaton County Civil War Statistics  

1,741 men from Eaton County served in 

the Union Army 

16,000 people lived in Eaton County dur-

ing 1860 

4,200 men between age 15 and 50 lived 

in Eaton County during 1860 

260 soldiers from Eaton County are esti-

mated to have died in the Civil War. 

1 Marine Sergeant from Eaton County 

was issued the medal of Honor for ser-

vice at the Battle of Mobile Bay in 1864. 
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Coming from the UK, where rich history is 

around every corner, the love of all things 

old and interesting seems natural to me. 

 

Being a relative newcomer to Charlotte and 

living a stones throw away from the court-

house, the transition to become a volunteer 

here seemed a natural one.

òthatõs my displayó and I feel extremely priv-

ileged.
